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· Student Confirm Bio
Allow Students to update their own information, SysAdmin control which fields they students can view or edit. Any updated information can be configured to not be overwritten during the daily import process, ensuring student records remain up-to-date.

· Welcome Message
Provide a unique message to different user-types (Student, Staff, and Faculty) within TracCloud. Provide users with information regarding how to navigate the system based on their specific roles.

· Search Availability Widget
Available to both students and staff on their dashboard, the Search Availability Widget options are tailored based on your profile preferences and the Search Availability Widget settings. The listed subjects include courses in which students are registered for the active term(s), along with any non-enrolled courses.

Appointment links provide an easy way to create preset search availability widgets that can be shared with students via QR codes or links from the dashboard. These links are tied to an existing search availability widget and allow additional filters, such as specific subjects, reasons, centers, consultants, meeting modality, and appointment types.

· Appointment Display
Students and consultants can view their upcoming appointments on their dashboards, and staff can also view them from the schedule view. The format of appointment information can be customized in your profile settings to ensure students receive the necessary details about their appointments.

· Asynchronous Appointments
These appointments facilitate text-based communication between students and consultants asynchronously. Users can share relevant files using the document upload functionality. Once scheduled, Asynchronous Appointments appear in the Asynchronous Communications widget on the dashboard, displaying both ongoing and completed sessions.
Note that a Visit Record is not created for Asynchronous Sessions. To log the time a consultant spends assisting students asynchronously, a Quick Visit must be created.
· Asynchronous functionality is enabled in your Profile:
Other > Other Options > Profiles [your Profile] > Prefs Scheduling > Other Schedule Options > Allow availabilities to be asynchronous.

· Center Visits
Students can access their Visit history through the Center Visits Tab on their Dashboard. Here, they can filter by Date, Center, and Subject, and they also have the option to print their Visit Records. The Consultant Alias Format is applied to the Student Visit Summary. To enable this feature, go to Other > Other Options < Preferences > Student Entry Choices > Show the Center Visits Tab on Main Menu to Students.

· Resources
Provide students the option to view both reserved and checked-out items. Additionally, students can be provided access to make Resource Reservations from their dashboard. SysAdmin can configure reservation limits, including the total number of outstanding reservations, limits on reservations for a single resource, the maximum reservation duration, and the minimum advance notice required for reservations. Furthermore, students assigned to a restricted list can be blocked from reserving resources.

· Documents
Allow Students to view and upload documents through their Student Dashboard, requires Student Permission Group having access to documents. Additionally, the “Student Dashboard Documents” option in the Global Preferences will need to be enabled.
