Access to manage workshops can be provided by going to Other > Other Options > Groups > [the group you want to updated] > Admin/Modules > Table Access > Add “Workshops” > Save. 

Enroll Students into Workshops
Workshops feature provides a Roster where you can enroll students in the workshop and update the Students Status to attended. Alternatively, a link and QR code can be created for the Workshop. Which can be provided to students for them to self-enroll for the upcoming workshop. The generated link and QR code can also be used by the student to cancel their enrollment for the workshop.
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Workshop Emails
Workshop emails are managed from your Profile, enabling each profile to have distinct emails configured for the Workshops they offer to students. These emails include Enrollment Confirmation, Cancellation, and Workshop Reminder email. To ensure workshop emails are sent to students, the corresponding Profile must be linked to the Workshop.
Additionally, batch emails can be sent to students who enrolled for the Workshop via the Workshop Roster. This allows staff to follow up with all students or target specific students based on their status. Furthermore, with the SurveyTrac feature, you have the option to send out surveys to students from the Workshop Roster.
